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Clinical UƟlity Study Demonstrates Primary Care Physicians Highly Likely to Order KidneyIntelX to

Inform Care Decisions
 
Value of KidneyIntelX TesƟng Demonstrated by Data from 401 Physician Study Presented at NaƟonal

Kidney FoundaƟon 2021 Spring Clinical MeeƟngs
 
NEW  YORK,  April  8,  2021  -  RenalyƟx  AI  plc  (LSE:  RENX)  (NASDAQ:  RNLX)  announces  findings
presented in a Late-Breaking presentaƟon at the NaƟonal Kidney FoundaƟon's 2021 Spring Clinical
MeeƟngs (NKF SCM21) Ɵtled Clinical UƟlity of a New PrognosƟc Test to Predict the Risk of Kidney
FuncƟon Decline in DiabeƟc Kidney Disease PaƟents. Results support that KidneyIntelX may be widely
adopted  by  primary  care  physicians  (PCPs)  and  that  the  easy-to-understand  risk  score  and
recommended  care  path  on  the  report  could  help  improve  care  for  paƟents  at  high  risk  for
progressive  kidney  funcƟon  decline  or  failure.  The  findings  from  this  study  are  significant  for
clinicians, health systems, payers and paƟents in understanding the value of KidneyIntelX tesƟng in
large scale adult diabeƟc kidney disease (DKD) populaƟons.  
 
"Clear and objecƟve uƟlity evidence like these results presented at the NKF Spring Clinical MeeƟng
this week are criƟcal for evaluaƟng the value of innovaƟve new approaches for CKD assessment,"
said Elizabeth Montgomery, Vice-President, Learning Strategies and Primary Care Programs at the
NaƟonal Kidney FoundaƟon. "This is important evidence for clinicians, decision-makers and payers as
it illustrates the benefits of focusing on preserving kidney health in the earliest stages of the disease
when new therapeuƟcs, paƟent engagement and specialist referral have the potenƟal to delay or
prevent progression. The results of the study involving 401 primary care physicians show what can be
possible for improving outcomes and quality of life for paƟents who otherwise are likely to progress
to end-stage kidney disease, dialysis or transplant," commented Ms. Montgomery.
 
In  the  study,  98% of  PCPs  would  order  tesƟng  if  reimbursement  was  established,  the  FDA had
provided clearance, and it was commercially available. AddiƟonally, the KidneyIntelX risk score was
consistently ranked as very important in their  overall  clinical  decision-making process.  The study
included 401 board-cerƟfied PCPs from across the U.S. pracƟcing across different care seƫngs and
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payer models who care for DKD paƟents today. These clinicians reviewed wriƩen paƟent profiles
including key  clinical  aƩributes  for  evaluaƟng DKD and determining the best  care  plan for  their
paƟents. When a KidneyIntelX result was available, the study PCPs were approximately 1.5 Ɵmes
more likely to appropriately prescribe SGLT2 inhibitors (SGLT2i) and angiotensin II receptor blockers
(ARB) for their high-risk paƟents. They were also nearly 2.5 Ɵmes more likely to appropriately refer
their high-risk paƟents to a specialist. These findings confirm that KidneyIntelX provides acƟonable
informaƟon for understanding a paƟent's risk of progression in early-stage kidney disease, through
which it can inform acƟons to delay or prevent progression when kidney funcƟon is at levels that
support a normal life. More Ɵmely and appropriate treatment decisions should ulƟmately improve
outcomes and lead to decreased health-care costs.
 
"We know there is under-uƟlizaƟon of proven therapies in paƟents with early stage DKD, parƟcularly
regarding ARBs to control blood pressure and SGLT2 inhibitors to manage diabetes," stated Steve
Coca, MD, Co-Founder of RenalyƟxAI. "This study suggests that the assessment of future risk for
kidney  disease  progression  based  on  KidneyIntelX  scoring  can  potenƟally  overcome  the  inerƟa
towards applicaƟon of  medical  therapies  and paƟent-directed care plans in  early  stages of  their
disease when intervenƟon can have the greatest benefit for preserving kidney heath and quality of
life. Further evidence assessing the value KidneyIntelX will be generated in prospecƟve uƟlity studies
that we are currently conducƟng. This significant body of real-world evidence data is being designed
to serve as a model for informing clinical teams and health systems on how to maintain kidney health
and improve outcomes while reducing the burden of kidney failure in these at-risk populaƟons."
 
The study was conducted by Boston Healthcare Associates, a global strategy consulƟng firm that
advises clients on how to opƟmize innovaƟon value in a complex clinical and economic environment
that  transforms  paƟent  care  and  significantly  improve  health  outcomes,  with  funding  from

adults with CKD do not know they have it and one out of two people with very low kidney funcƟon
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who are not on dialysis do not know they have CKD.1 Kidney disease is referred to as a "silent killer"
because it often has no symptoms and can go undetected unƟl a very advanced stage. Each year
kidney disease kills more people than breast and prostate cancer. Every day, 13 paƟents in the United
States die while waiƟng for a kidney transplant.
